makes them eligible to use the Schedule A Hiring Authority.*
e Be a United States citizen.
e Be a current, full-time, degree-seeking, post-secondary student, unless they are taking
a reduced course load due to a disability OR in their final semester.
o Individuals who have met the preceding requirements while enrolled, but have
graduated since April 2020, are also eligible.
